COOPERATE

Assist your Women's Resource Center in publicizing Women's History Month

Work on your state conference (e.g., sponsoring a trip to the Women's Historical Museum, running the bookstore, hosting the hospitality room, etc.).

Support, participate in and/or Co-sponsor events with Women Centers and student groups.

Hold a joint book discussion on women's issues with your Center for Teaching and Learning.

Host a discussion with a local Women's Club on women's leadership and grass roots organizing. 

EDUCATE

Hold membership drives.

Have state coordinator and/or high-ranking AAWCC supporters at the college speak about benefits of AAWCC.

Hold membership reception and distribute information on AAWCC and chapters.

Sponsor workshops on Anger, Sexual Harassment, etc.   

Have a presentation on such topics as:


Elder care and/or elder law 

Socratic Seminar on women's issues 

Male vs. female psyche 

Parenting parents

Supervision styles

Women in politics

Current legislation affecting women

“Knowing your community”

Host a department store presentation on how to dress for success and maintain your individuality. 

CELEBRATE

Have a wine and cheese fundraiser; combine with a Boggle or Scrabble Tournament.

Host social events, e.g., potluck or hors d'oeuvres at members' homes. This can be done regularly to network and get to know other women away from the work setting.

Attend a play that celebrates, educates and elevates women.

Sponsor an ice cream social during Faculty Development Days or Welcome Week; recruit new members, create visibility & awareness of AAWCC on campus.

ELEVATE

Host a teleconference that is relevant to working women.

Sponsor a discussion among prominent women in the community on women's issues.

Publish Profiles in Excellence, a booklet profiling women on campus, their talents and interests, exciting things they have done, and what makes them unique.
